Lars “Sam” Nelson Jr., 79, of Benicia passed away Friday in a local hospital
following a brief illness. He was born in San Francisco but lived his entire life
in Benicia. Sam worked as a foreman at Yuba Manufacturing in Benicia until it
closed in 1972 and later in the same position at Cofab Steel Corp. in Vallejo
from 1973 until 2003. He was also a volunteer with the Benicia Fire
Department from 1957-1982 before retiring as a Lieutenant. Sam also served
in the United States Navy Reserves from 1955-1963. 

Sam enjoyed camping, fishing, model trains and metal crafts and was a
longtime member of the Native Sons of the Golden West. 

He is survived by Dian, his wife of 58 years; son Greg (Toni) Nelson; daughter
