
Thomas C. Gieffels
July 28, 1928 - June 24, 2015

Thomas C. Gieffels, 85, of Benicia passed away Wednesday in a local
hospital following a brief illness. He was a native and lifelong Benicia resident.

Tom was a Fireman in the City of Benicia for over 33 years, 23 of those years
as Chief. He was appointed Chief by the City Council in 1951 and served in
that capacity until his retirement. He was the youngest Fire Chief in the United
States at the time. Tom was also the Assistant Fire Marshall for Solano
County and was instrumental in starting the Benicia Junior Volunteer Fire
Department in 1969. Following his retirement, Tom spent many years in
construction beginning with Mallard Construction and finally several years with
Tickner Construction.
